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Summary

1. Opening of the conference

Chairman Markku Mylly, President of BPAC, opened the meeting on 07th of June 2006 at 13:00. A silent moment was held in memory of Mr Thomas Böök, Sweden, chairman of the BPAC 1999-2001.

Mr Heiko Böschen welcomed the delegates in the name of the German Federal Ministry of Transport, Building and Urban Affairs and the Waterways and Shipping Directorate North. He read a welcome address of Ms Elfriede Reif, who could not attend the meeting:

The Federal Ministry of Transport, Building and Urban Affairs is pleased that BPAC has decided to come to Germany - especially for this 25th anniversary session. So I extend to you - on behalf of the Ministry of Transport - the most cordial welcome to this meeting.

Much to my regret I am personally not in the health condition to participate in this meeting and I only can send to you my kind regards from the far. 

In this respect I should like to use this opportunity to express my special thanks to Heiko Böschen from the Waterway and Shipping Directorate North in Kiel who did all the prearrangements for this meeting in Warnemünde. I also want to thank the BPAC-Secretariat for the good cooperation. 

BPAC was and is always a good discussion forum for the representatives of the pilotage administrations and the pilots from all regions around the Baltic Sea. 

The current situation and development is characterized by an enormous traffic density in the approaches to major ports and in straits, growing vessel sizes, transports of dangerous goods of all kinds. This contributes to a situation where a ship casualty may cause damages of apocalyptic dimensions. Therefore the main question is how the growing volume of traffic in the Baltic Sea can be made safer and environmentally sounder. 

In the context of all efforts to reduce the risks of maritime traffic the pilot on board is an important safety element in areas that are environmentally sensitive and difficult to navigate. Furthermore modern technology improves the quality and accuracy of information available on board and, thereby, serves the safety of navigation. But all technical progress can not decrease the importance of the consultation of pilots for improving nautical safety - for this reason BPAC will have an ongoing challenge and can feel confident looking ahead for the next 25 years!!

I am sure you will make the most of this conference days for intensive and successful discussion. I wish this Congress and all those attending a lively exchange of thoughts and ideas, fruitful talks among experts and good humour. “

Report from the Secretariat

BPAC HOMEPAGE

The secretariat encourages all member states to update the country questionnaire and send it to the Secretariat ASAP and NLT 20 June 2006 in order to enclose it in the minutes from this meeting and/or to place a compilation of the filled in questionnaires secluded on the BPAC homepage. 

The Secretariat will continue its work on improving the homepage and all member states are therefore urged to give suggestions for new pages/information/links to be implemented in order to maintain and further develop the homepage.

The secretariat did not collect the yearly 50 € fee (decision of the 2005 meeting). The administrative does not balance the small amount of money.

Germany

Mr Heiko Böschen presented the German federal waterways and shipping administration. In accordance with the Basic Law, the Federation is the owner of the Waterways, which are administrated by its own authorities (WSV). The competence of the Federation for the administration of the federal waterways and for the regulation of shipping traffic is laid down in detail by federal laws. The WSV as a subordinate body of the Federal Ministry of Transport, Building and Urban Affairs (BMVBS) consists of superior authorities and authorities at intermediate and lower level.

•Traffic information, traffic assistance, traffic instruction and (as an exception) traffic flow control given by Vessel Traffic Services centres (VTS centres)

•adopting and updating of rules concerning safety requirements in the fields of construction, equipment, manning and the operation of watercraft in inland navigation

•examining of casualties on maritime waterways

•prosecuting contraventions of traffic rules

2. Save the traffic routes by

•maintaining of the federal waterways

•operating of federally owned shipping installations (e.g. weirs, locks, ship-lifting devices and pumping-stations)

•developing and new constructing of federal waterways as traffic routes

•preventing dangers due to shipping in order to maintain the federal waterways in a state enabling unhampered navigation (river police)

•setting up and operating of navigational aids (e.g. buoys, lightvessels, lights)

•And of course : Pilotage!

National situation of pilotage
Capt.Dieter Blöchl was elected as the new chairman of the German Federal Chamber of Pilots (following Capt. Hein Mehrkens).

We still need young pilots in nearly all districts. 

The renewing of the delivery infrastructure is still in progress. Two new shore based pilot stations in Bremerhaven (Weser) and Brunsbüttel (Elbe and Kiel Canal) are under construction. Two new pilot boat stations (mother ships) for the German Bight will be ordered this year and we think of new pilot vessel for Brunsbüttel (for Elbe and Kiel Canal). We made tests on the River Elbe last year with stand-alone PPU’s.

B.
Sweden

The number of pilot acts increased by almost 7% in 2005 (41316). Most of these acts are related to the severe storm, or hurricane, “Gudrun” that swept away a large part of the forest in southern Sweden. 

The number of pilots is slowly decreasing and at the end of 2006 we will probably be close to 220. This reduction can smoothly be done because of the high number of pilots going in pension. The pension age is 60. 

Recruiting pilots is no problem in Sweden at the moment; we get all the applicants we want – all with Master Mariner’s licence. Among the trainees this year we have four women.

The number of PECs issued in Sweden is about the same compared with other years – you might notice a small decrease. ( 881 incl. 252 Eng, 78 “special” – all coast sailing, 29 (+12) Red Card) The PECs in the English language are taking a greater part, around 30%.

In 2005 some pilots at some of our pilot stations were involved in a rest time investigation. It more or less failed because of poor interest among the participants. Now we have a similar investigation going on involving all pilots, boatsmen, VTS, lock and bridge personal. The project is run by the Karolinska Medical Institute (KI) and the Road and Transport Institute (VTI). The result will probably be published this autumn.

A 960 – has been “living” in the spirit (recruiting, psychological test, training, retraining, medical, fairway competence)  for many years but will now be  “put it on paper – officially”.

Incident reporting – will build up a nationwide system this year. Some local systems since long ago.

In 2006 SMA/Swedish Maritime Administration will deliver some 2000 questionnaires to ships calling Swedish ports. This questionnaire will focus on the pilot service and on the people involved in it (ordering, VTS, pilotboat service). The answers will be sent to the statistical institute in Sweden (SCB) who will complete a report. 

Ordering of pilots via the Internet is now a fact in Sweden. Agents or captains have to give all ship details some 24 hour in advance to a ship reporting register (FRS). From this register the pilot administrator gets most of the information regarding the pilotage to be performed. This information will be completed with ETA and other useful data and sent to the pilot appointed for the job. The pilot will be alerted through a pocket computer, a rugged PDA, which will contain all necessary data. We acknowledge the mission, alert the system and when we have completed the job we sign the pilot bill together with the master on the PDA screen. No telephone or paper products are used. The PDA will have instant connection to the net and also be equipped with ship register, wind and water information and the roster. Unfortunately the PDA cannot be used for navigation as the screen is not large enough.

Sweden will also start looking into a Lap Top concept during 2006.

The Swedish government delivered its proposition regarding transport politics recently. It also contains thoughts on pilotage. An independent investigator shall be put in place to look into three specific subjects. These are how “modern technique” is used within pilotage and if the pilot service is correctly adjusted to the customers. This is something that the SMA already is looking into together with an independent partner. More important is the focus on the organisation itself, whether pilotage in Sweden is performed in an optimal way regarding all aspects. We have to watch this carefully.

D. 
Finland

Finnish Maritime Administration is the pilotage authority in Finland. FMA has the general observation of the pilotage law. We admit all the certificates and dispences concerning pilotage, national as well as deep-sea pilotage and use of pilots. Since 1998, FMA has admitted 1741 PECs, of which about 1.100 are valid (5 years).

All pilot’s licences were renewed during 2004-5 as required by the law (5 years). Dispensations for small tonnage have been admitted about 50-60 per year. 

Pilotage service has been carried out in the last 2 years by the state owned company Finnpilot. Finnpilot had a good result in 2005, 3,3 M€. The company had a turnover of 38.1 M€. Nearly 2 M€ was invested, mostly in boats. The company had a personal of 384 persons including 205 pilots and 145 drivers. There was a decrease of 5 % in the mileage and 3, 5 % in the amount of pilotages due to a long strike in industry. 

The discussion about pilotage has brought up the following items in Finland:

the use of English as a PEC language, 

change of some pilot embarkation places, 

change of the structure of the pilotage fee 

ending the pilotage monopoly. 

The main pressure is on English and the Ministry has an expert working group on the problem. The question of English as PEC language will affect to VTS, but because VTS has English as a service language (IELTS level 5 minimum) it is not seen as a problem either on operational or on safety level. The question is very complex because the good service level for profitable company needs enough pilotage. Also the structure of pilotage fee will be discussed in the Ministry quite thoroughly. Mainly the question has been raised by ports with unfavourable geographical position or shipping enterprises. End of the monopoly is written in the establishment act of the pilotage company, and the main issue is how to secure full service throughout the coastline and inner waterways with more than one service provider. The temptation to pick up the sweets at the cost of common pilot service will be tremendous.  

All the questions will be discussed during 2006 and further decisions can be awaited at the earliest in 2007.In each of the items there are mostly questions about economical rather than safety related aspects. FMA is considering the questions on the safety side; economical aspects will be dealt with by the Ministry as owner and Finnpilot as service provider.

The orders and delivery of pilots to the ships has been carried out by FMAs VTS centres for the overlap time of 3 years from the privatisation so that Finnpilot has had time to arrange its own systems. However, it is Finnpilot’s operational activity and will be changed over to the company step by step during 2006. VTS and pilotage are both serving the ship and its master and they have to cooperate to fulfil that purpose. Finnpilot will get all the help it needs to achieve full service level in pilotage. That means mainly AIS data and call-in service when needed. 

At the end of 2005 Finstaship and Finnpilot established a new joint company providing ice advisor services. Some of the ice advisors do have the Red Card some don’t, as a main idea is that the ice advisor is a member of the crew. This results in very complicated situations for the pilot: to whom is he liable and how much and of what. As a Red Card holder he would have a recognisable status towards all parties: authorities, ship’s owner and master and the pilot company. The status is unclear also elsewhere in the world, so some rules should be set and included in the IMO recommendations concerning deep sea pilotage in the Baltic.

STANDARD ROUTINE CALL REGIME IN DANISH WATERS

Since 30 August, 2005, the Royal Danish Navy has conducted a Standard routine call regime to all ships which do not comply with the IMO Resolution 138(76), which according to Danish authorities is from Gedser to Skagen. 

It is yet another step of many in the government’s plan from 2004 to make the Danish waters safer.

It is difficult to show direct results from the Standard routine call regime, but ships have taken pilot on a longer distance and the number of letters to Flag stats has decreased. In 2005, 157 ships did not comply with the IMO resolution. This year - until 30 April -only 23 ships have been reported and I am hoping for the best for the rest of the year.

DANISH JPUG/Joint Pilotage User Group

In the wake of IMO resolution MSC.138(76) recommending the use of pilot for ships navigating through the entrances to the Baltic Sea, international shipping associations and Danish maritime authorities have joined forces to find ways to further enhance the safety of navigation through the entrances to the Baltic Sea. This will be accomplished by an open transparent dialogue between pilotage service providers and users, in order to ensure optimal pilotage services in general and to encourage the use of pilots for ships navigating through the entrances to the Baltic Sea.

A Joint Pilotage User Group was formally established at its inaugural meeting on 4 May. 

The Director General of the Royal Danish Administration of Navigation and Hydrography, Mr. Svend Eskildsen, will act as chairman of the Group, and initial members are the Royal Danish Administration of Navigation and Hydrography, the Danish Maritime Authority, INTERTANKO, INTERCARGO, ICS, OCIMF and BIMCO.

NEW PILOT ACT

A new pilot act comes into force 01.12.2006. An english version will be available. The Pilotage in national waters will be completely opened to competition. The act follows the idea that free competition will lower the costs for pilotage what than will enable more vessels to take a pilot to increase maritime safety.

4.
Organisation of pilot delivery in each member state
The discussion showed that there are still a lot of different ways to order a pilot in the member states. In Estonia there is only one ordering centre. Sweden and Finland plan to have only one ordering centre in the future, too. Germany still has ordering centres in all pilot districts.
NEW DANISH PILOT ORDERING SYSTEM

Denmark is at the moment in the process of developing a new pilot ordering system, which will be integrated with the financial system NAVISION and AIS. The project were started more than 1½ years ago, and it is more needed than ever since the new Pilot Act orders a centralized system, where private pilot companies can be handled and therefore all expenses can be divided. Furthermore the integration to AIS was also a demand from the Governmental plan from 2004, which stated that the system should deliver information to AIS about pilot orders and ships with a pilot onboard.

Finally, the integration to the financial system is essential to future developments of the system, where the pilot sends the pilot bill electronically to the financial system, which then automatically sends the bill. But that is for the next generation of the system.  

5.
Role of VTS vs. pilotage in each member state

A lively discussion showed that the delagates are of the oponion that right now vts information and shore based pilotage can support but still not replace the work of a pilot on board.

6.
Development/implementation of portable pilot units/PPU in the member states


The member states told their experiences with PPUs and the ways of introducing them for their pilots. In Sweden an independent body surveys the different sytems. The delegates dicussed the need of web acces and said it will be useful and necessary. All member states pilots are thinking of PPUs and some have already introduced PPUs officially, eg Norway and Danmark.

“DANISH LAPTOPS FOR PILOTS

Since last year when Norway showed their new system for laptops for pilots, Denmark has been through a long process with an EU tender for a system for Danish pilots. The tender had to be carried through twice since there were not enough bidders the first time. Anyway - and not to our surprise - we ended up with the same supplier as Norway, namely the company MARIS. 

It is going to be almost the same system as the Norwegian, but with a direct server solution.

A Kick-off meeting is planned for next week on 13 June, when the final plan for the project is to be decided. 

And just as it was done by the Norwegians, not a single laptop will be handed out, before the system is fully operational and furthermore only after a two-day introduction course has been completed.  

In order to do this in two days it is necessary that all pilots have completed a standard IMO ECDIS course of four days.

In autumn 2006, a new standard IMO ECDIS course including the introduction course will be tailor-made for pilots.

The plan is that all pilots have completed the introduction by X-mas 2006.” 

7.
Revision of BPAC rules including adaption by the IMO
Mr. Frank Adler Gottlieb made the following suggestion:

“RED CARDS”
In order to comply with ISPS-demands to international shipping it is definitely time for a revision of IMO resolution A.480 (XII) Annex 1 and Annex 2. 

I have the idea that Captains should see the same identification card from Skagen to Primorsk. I know it is going to be difficult to implement, but I think it should be possible, on a voluntary basis, to combine the cards, if a BPAC state should want to do so. 

The Secretariat therefore suggests that the BPAC deep-sea pilot licence card and a national pilot certificate can be combined into one card with the size of an international credit card, like the example handed out to you. 

The revision of the card should contain the following particulars in order to follow ISPS demands:

Front:

Red top bar with the national country flag, title (BPAC deep-sea licence and/or national pilot certificate) and a unique serial number

The dates of issue and expiry

The surname and Christian name as well as date and place of birth of the deep-sea pilot (not the personal security number)

A photo of the deep-sea pilot

The signature of the deep-sea pilot

The BPAC deep-sea pilotage areas and/or national pilotage areas

The limitations to the red card and/or to the national certificate.

Rear:

Reference to IMO Res.480(XII) and /or national pilotage act

A signature of the national issuing authority to indicate that the holder has been granted licence to operate as a BPAC deep-sea pilot 

The registered logo of BPAC and/or the national authority

The address of the national issuing authority.

The secretariat suggests that:

Finland in corporation with the Secretariat forward the proposal for revision of the IMO res. 480 (XII), Annex 1 and annex 2

The administration of the BPAC deep-sea pilot licence card is done by the BPAC Secretariat in order to secure correct use and renewal of the card

If requested since the number of red cards is small the BPAC Secretariat is able to issue deep-sea pilot licence cards for all members via a simple e-mail procedure, which can be placed on the “MEMBERS ONLY” page on the www.balticpilotage.org.”

Decision: A small working group under the lead of Mr. Frank Adler Gottlieb shall comment on the staus quo and shall develop suggestions for new BPAC rules including the “Red Cards” to be send to the member states who will have to decide on new rules.

8.
Foreign ice advisors in the Baltic
Germany informed about a violation of the port-of-departure-rule. A russian deap sea pilot boarded a vessel leaving Kiel as an ice advisor. The delegates are of the opinion that ice advisory is pilotage, too. Ice navigation knowledge is part of the education for baltic deap sea pilots.

Decision: The working group (agenda # 7) shall make a statement to this topic to be send to the member states for further distribution.

“PRESS RELEASE

Baltic Pilotage Authorities Commission (BPAC) held its 25th anniversary meeting in Warnemünde, Germany 7th – 9th June 2006. BPAC is a governmental organisation of pilotage authorities of the countries adjacent to the Baltic Sea and was founded in Germany, Rostock in 1981. 

The task of the BPAC is to enhance maritime and shipping safety in the Baltic Sea region by ruling the so called Deep-Sea Pilotage and cooperating with national authorities and pilotage organisations in this respect. During the years of active cooperation between HELCOM (Helsinki Commission) and BPAC, several rules and regulations have been established by BPAC to improve maritime safety and protect the environment in the Baltic Sea.

BPAC and the system of deep-sea pilotage in the Baltic Sea region has challenges in the future due to increasing traffic, especially increasing oil shipments from the region through environmentally sensitive and difficult navigational sea areas. Sea traffic density, environmentally sensitive sea areas, winter with ice conditions and many other factors continuously set new demands and requirements to improve the safety in the Baltic. 

BPAC will be active also in the future to fulfil its task, and 25 years of action has shown the importance of this organisation.
